Vice-President (Bob Henning):  HOLE IN ONE INSURANCE POLICY 

Most of our Men’s Club members have signed up for Hole in One insurance.  The Board felt it was timely to remind all members how this coverage works.

First of all, coverage is limited to a maximum of $250.  To be covered, the member must be a member in good standing with his dues and insurance premium paid.  He will be ineligible if he has been suspended from the club or has had his handicap index revoked.

The member must be playing with at least two other golfers who witness the hole in one.

The member is covered for any round of 9 or 18 holes at Greenhorn Creek Golf Course, and, at any other course where he is representing Greenhorn Creek Men’s Club, including NCGA competitions.

Drinks may be purchased for any other golfer playing in the event, or, anyone at the clubhouse, at the member’s discretion.  It is not the intent for the member, or anyone else, to invite others who are not at the course to come and participate in the celebration at Men’s Club expense.  The drinks must be purchased within a reasonable time after completion of the golf round and on the same day the hole in one is made.

In order not to put the bartender in the position of deciding how to administer this policy, we suggest the following steps be taken: 
The bartender wait until the club member covered authorizes that drinks will be purchased.
The club member covered should clearly advise the bartender of any limitations involved,              such as total dollar amount, maximum drink price, maximum number of people to be served,   time, etc.
Any questions the bartender may have should be directed to the club member covered.

The member who made the hole in one must pay the bar bill directly and obtain a receipt.  The receipt, and the signed card, attested by both witnesses, are to be presented to any member of the Men’s Club Board who will arrange for prompt reimbursement, up to the $250 maximum 
coverage.

Any disputes concerning this policy will be resolved by vote of the Men’s Club Board.

At the Men’s Club meeting, held on Jan. 11, there was a motion approved to expand coverage to a spouse of a member during an event where both members and spouses are playing at Greenhorn Creek Golf Course.  
Details of this coverage have yet to be worked out and are contingent upon the ladies clubs putting up matching funds for the men as well.  
More on this later as it develops.

If you want to determine if you are covered this year, and/or, if you want to obtain coverage for $5, contact Don Chaisson, our Treasurer.

In addition to providing hole in one insurance coverage, the Men’s Club also sponsors a Men’s Hole in One perpetual plaque, showing the members name, date and hole where the event occurred.  Get a Hole in One and get your name engraved for the ages.

Handicap/Rules Chairman (John Renati): Here is an interesting new decision regarding measuring devices found in the new 2006 decisions book for the rules of golf.
Distance and distance measuring devices during tournament play.

The tournament committee may establish a local rule for distance measuring devices.  Previously it was grounds for disqualification to use such devices.  These devices include GPS devices installed on carts or hand held GPS devices carried by individual golfers, and optical devices used to measure distance to the flag stick.

The following declaration should be included in the local rules for any tournament allowing distance measuring devices:

It is permissible to use distance-measuring devices to obtain distance information.  However, the use, during a stipulated round, of a device that measures or gauges other conditions that might effect play is a breach of Rule 14-3 for which the penalty is disqualification.  In other words it is still illegal to use devices to measure wind direction or wind speed during the stipulated round.

This new decision allows the player to share distance information with his fellow competitors, including distance to green, bunkers, trees etc. as these distances are now considered public knowledge.

Member-at-Large (Ray Walker):  We are all aware of the problem we have with the pace of play. I have put together a brief list of items that may allow us all to improve the overall pace of play for our members.  Remember it is up to each one of us to get the job done.
                              IMPROVING PACE OF PLAY

1. On the Green

a. After putting out – leave the green immediately (no practice putts).

b. Put carts & bags in the direction of next hole (side or rear).

2. Mark scorecard at the next tee not on or near the green just played.

3. Save your tips for your playing partners when on the range.
4. Lost ball – if you’re going to look for it (spending several minutes), let the group behind play through.

a. Don’t ask your playing partners to look for it unless you are certain you have the time.
b.   If the course is crowded, your partners should continue to move forward.

5. On the tee, pay attention to you partners’ drive.  This will help in the search for an errant drive.

6. When waiting for the group in  front, have those in the group who can’t reach them hit.

7. Have a concise pre-shot routine and limit practice swings to one or two.

8. Don’t bother marking lag putts – go ahead and putt out.

9. Walk at a good pace – don’t amble.

10.  Carry extra tees and one additional ball.

11.  When chipping around the green carry both the wedge and putter.

12.  Try playing ready golf and have loads of FUN.     

Secretary's Notes (Ron Rivera):  I have been asked to include the motions and decisions that the board made in 2005.  The board will try to keep all members up to date on any future decision that are made.  
December 2004

On-going policy, business decisions:  It was decided that the secretary should continue to keep the current format of putting all policy and business decisions into a note that contains an on-going record of all final decisions made by the board.

Motion to approve Adopt-A-Hole made and approved:

The format will be that there will be 2 teams per hole and 2 people per team. The intention is that each team will monitor their hole once a week so that with two teams on each hole we should get coverage on the holes twice a week. Bert said that the teams should get their supplies of sand and seed from maintenance.
 The items that a team will work on are:

1 - Fix divots on tee boxes, 2 - fix divots in fairways, 3 - replace hazard stakes and other items that are out of place, make sure the rakes are in the sand traps, 4 - report any course damage to pro shop, 5 - make sure that when teams sign up they do their job, Bert Elings and Bob McGill will monitor the holes to insure we are getting the work done.

March 2005

Payment for Blind Draws during Men's club Wednesday tournament: A motion was made to give the blind draw an equitable share of the prize money. It was further agreed that if the blind draw was already part of a team that was already receiving prize money then another blind draw would be made. This motion was made and seconded and agreed to by all the board members.
Stockton Road cleanup project - Dan Parker has all the necessary approvals for this project. It was suggested that the project needed a chairman to lead the project. The suggestion was made that Dan head this committee. The motion was made that this project be approved if we can get Dan to chair this project. The motion was made and seconded and approved by the board.

Refunds to members who drop out - A discussion on refunds to members who drop out. A motion was made that if a member drops out after his membership has been paid and processed there will be no refund. This motion was accepted and seconded and approved by the board.

Inactive membership - A motion was made to create an inactive member status for those members who drop out. They would then be dropped from this status after 1 year. The motion was accepted and seconded and approved by the board.

June 2005

Bob Heise award: A motion was brought up to establish a Bob Heise award for the person who did the most to keep the course in good shape by fixing divots and ball marks throughout the course. The motion was seconded and all present voted in favor of the award. The first person to receive this award will be Bob Heise.

Shoot Your age:  A motion was brought up to establish a recognition of Shoot Your Age.  This recognition would be for anybody who did in fact shoot a score at or below their current age. The rules for this award would be the same as those establish for someone who shoots a hole in one. This motion was seconded and all present voted in favor of this.

August 2005

Member/Guest Tournament:  Gary talked about this new tournament and it was decided that since the Greenhorn schedule was so full for the remainder of the year that this tournament would be postponed until 2006. The format would be a one day 18 hole tournament for members who would play with a guest.

Starting times for non platinum members: asked if the 65 new people who weren’t platinum members could play with the men’s club before 11:00am and it was stated that these people could play if they belonged to the men’s club but they would have to pay guest rates to Greenhorn.

September 2005

Employees acquiring NCGA number through Greenhorn: It was also stated that any employee who wanted to have an NCGA number through Greenhorn creek would have to pay men’s club dues. They will be given the renewal notice just as we do for our current members.

October 2005

Motion on Starting times:   John Renati made a motion that the Men’s Club Board was in favor of the 11:00AM starting times during the shotgun period. The motion was seconded by Gary and the board voted unanimously to approve this.

Motion for using grass on driving range:    A motion to allow the Men’s and Women’s Clubs to use the grass on the driving range on the days that the clubs have scheduled play.  This would include usage of the grass for special tournaments sponsored by the Men’s or Women’s clubs. The motion also stated that once the clubs teed off for their tournaments the range would revert back to the mats for any further practice.  It was stated in the motion that it might mean that the general public might be using the grass during the period it was open to the members. It was agreed that this could not be policed but the board didn’t’ feel that this was a problem.  The motion was made and seconded and the vote in favor of the motion was unanimous.

December 2005

Honorary Men’s Club membership for the club Pro:  After a brief discussion on what tournaments the club pro could play in, a motion was developed that stated:  The GHC Club Pro would be an honorary member of the GHC Men’s Club and he could play in the Wednesday tournaments and any weekend “FUN” tournaments that were held.  As a part of this motion it was decided that the pro would not have to pay for a men’s club membership but would only have to pay the entry fee for any tournament in which he participated.  Another part of the motion stated that the club pro could not participate in any NCGA sanctioned tournaments. The motion was accepted and seconded and the board voted in favor of this motion.

Wednesday Men’s Club guest day proposal:  A member will be allowed to bring a guest to play in the Wednesday sweeps.  This will be on “team play” days only and is limited to one guest per month.  Any winnings will be posted to the member’s account. This item was approved in 2004 by the previous board.
